Challenges ahead

 More robust information at territorial level (more use of
administrative data);

 More access to information for counterfactual evaluations;

 The need to work with different geographies, including the
micro level (neighbourhood)… and the potential of local open
data;

 The need to measure synergies among policies in concrete
territories – the well being approach and PT ISDR;

 The complexity to quantify the intervention logic on territorial
approaches (e.g. the intervention logic of urban renewal);

 The need to find the right scale to evaluate the results of
territorial instruments (meso level);

 The relevance of institutional framework – the need to
“measure” governance

 The relevance of animating public debate on targets and results
